If your child is not well enough to be at school, please 
contact us on the first day of absence by telephone,

We need to know why your child is not at school and 
when you expect that they will return to school. 

 

Please make sure your child is dropped off and collected 
on time.  Arriving and being collected late is distressing 

for the children. 



Illness and medication 

If you are worried about your 
child’s health, please make an  
appointment to see your child’s 
class teacher.   

We will work with you to devise 
an action plan and will help you 
with a referral to other agencies 
if this is needed. 

 

If your child requires 4 doses of medicine  each day, we 
will administer one dose in school.  Please fill in a     

medicines in school form and bring the completed form 
and the medicine to the school office.  Class  teachers 

cannot accept medication. 

 

If your child uses an inhaler, this will be kept in the 
school office (unless otherwise agreed).   A member of 

staff will supervise your child while they use their         
inhaler and this will be recorded in their medical file.
